SUMMARY

The author sets forth the main stages of the ethnic history of the Hazara people now
located in central Afghanistan. His account is based on an analysis of medieval Eastern
(mainly Persian) sources from Afghanistan, Iran and Middle Asia. After comparing nar-
rative sources with certain ethnographic, linguistic, and other data the author comes to
the conclusion that the Hazara were formed by merging Mongol and local (mainly
Tadjik) elements. Turkic groups (both pre-Mongolian and late comers) and Pushtu
(possibly also Indo-Aryan) elements also took part (but a lesser one) in their ethnoge-
nesis. The nucleus of the Hazara people was formed by the middle of the XIV century;
the formation of the Hazara ethnos as such was completed, in the author’s opinion, by
the end of the XVII century.
