T.D. Solo Vey. «A radical turn» in our domestic ethnography
(discussion on the object of ethnological science: late 1920's - early 1930's)

The article points out that between a scientific discipline as such and an interpretation of its object there exist both
direct and feedback connections. The author holds that such a relationship becomes particularly vivid in the situations
of a scientific crisis. In such periods the interest to the methodology of a science grows up markedly, and conventional
interpretations of its object turn out to be extremely discursive, the debate attracting then the attention of not only
historiographers and methodologists but also of a broad scientific audience.
